In particular, I’d highlight these parts (underlining is mine):

"Bradley Seaman, the county’s elections administrator, said Wednesday that Missoula

County will have no polling places in the November election. Rather, he said, all

activity will be consolidated to the main election office, where protocols are already in
place.”

Chris Lounsbury, the county’s chief administrative officer, said this year’s election will
follow protocols used in past elections. He said security will be in place to ensure there

aren’t any issues with outside interference. “We’ll have deputy sheriffs, which we’ve
had in the past, so there’s no change there,” Lounsbury said. “The addition we’re

looking to add to our normal operating center includes having some security folks at our
election building overnight and on weekends to continue to make sure we don’t have
any issues around ballot security or those kinds of things.”

It’s also worth noting that Council updated Missoula Municipal code in October 2018 to make
it explicit that firearms are not permitted at polling locations (see 8.58.010). The County
appears positioned to enforce this at their facility with deputy sheriffs.

I am also familiar with the Georgetown Law fact sheet referenced.
